Settlement of disputes

1 In the event of a dispute between Siates Parnes, or ber-
ween a State Pany and the Agency, concermng the Inkerpreta-
tuon or apphcation of this Convention, the parties ta the dizpu-
te shall consult with a view ta the settlement of the dispute by
negottation or by any ather peaceful means af settling dispures
acceprable ta them

cannot be settled within one year from the request lor consula-
